OnMay 26, 2016, Exelon Corporation (Exelon), Exelon Generation Company, LLC, Commonwealth Edison Company, PECO
Energy Company and Baltimore Gas and Electric Company entered into amendments to each of their respective syndicated
revolving credit facilities, which extended the maturity of each of the facilities to May 26, 2021. Exelon also increased the size
of itsfacility from $500 million to $600 million.

Additionally, on May 26, 2016, Pepco Holdings LLC (PHI), Potomac Electric Power Company, Delmarva Power & Light
Company and Atlantic City Electric Company entered into an amendment to their Second Amended and Restated Credit
Agreement dated as of August 1, 2011, which (i) extended the maturity date of the facility to May 26, 2021, (ii) removed PHI
as aborrower under the facility and (jii) decreased the size of the facility from $1.5 billion to $900 million.
